In Luke 19:41 Jesus asks a blind beggar OWhat
do you want me to do for you?” and the beggar
replies OLord, | want to see.O This interaction is
placed in the middle of several parables, teachings, healings and even
predictions. Jesus has been very activeand people are taking notice. They
recognize that the world around them is broken and this man, who is very
knowledgeable and seems to have great power is changing life for many.
He has become so well known that we read earlier in the chapter that
people were even bringing him their babies so that he could simply touch
them. The disciples of course try to keep the children from him but he
calls the children closer saying OLet the little children come to me and do
not hinder them, for the kingdom of God be longs to such as these.O
Similarly, when Jesus comes into contact with this beggar, the people try to
quiet the man down as if he was not worth JesusO time. This is where Jesus
changes the manOs life and, in a way, rebukes those who can already see by
healing him. When | read this story, | am drawn to that question that Jesus
asks and the response of the man.

The lack of
sight is a major hindrance for the man which has caused him to be an
outcast. | see this requestto be more than just one that would restore a
sense but one that would give life to an individual who has never had life
before. It is disappointing that the people with Jesus sought to keep others
away who were truly in need of Christ. It would lead me to believe that
those with Jesus also needed to receive their sight. The people did not
know what the man needed but he did and furthermore, Jesus had the time
and compassion for him. The beggar was given what he needed and that
meant that he was now able to join society.
